Although Live Work Projects, as an integral part of the System's academic curriculum,
are governed by the State of Georgia's constitutional doctrine of sovereign immunity
and its related statutes, each technical college shall take all necessary steps to ensure
that its Live Work Projects are managed in a way so as to minimize or eliminate the risk
of harm to patrons, students and employees. Moreover, the Commissioner and the
presidents of each technical college shall take appropriate steps to legally protect the
System and the technical colleges from liability arising out of Live Work Projects. This
may include requiring potential patrons and other recipients of instructional service
project services to sign declarations of assumption of risk and waivers of liability.
