IV. DEFINITIONS 
Occupational-Based Instructional Areas: Training sites which provide exposure to 
practices in occupational settings, including live work, externships, internships, clinicals, 
and practicums.

VI. PROCEDURE 
Dress requirements vary in classrooms, laboratory, and shop areas. Students enrolled 
in internships and clinical courses are required to dress appropriately according to the 
requirements of the work for which they are being trained.  
 
Students shall not dress, groom, wear, or use emblems, insignias, badges, or other 
symbols of lewd or vulgar words where the effect thereof is offensive to a reasonable 
person or otherwise causes disruption or interference with the orderly operations of 
Ogeechee Technical College.  
 
The supervising administrator shall determine if the particular mode of dress results in 
disruptions or interference. Students shall at all times observe rules governing body 
cleanliness and not wear short or tight shorts, swimsuits, tank tops, bare midriffs, or 
have bare feet.
